United leads
airlines for
quarterly gain

Industry leader United Airlines posted a dra-
matic turnaround in the first quarter of the year
and led its parent company, UAL Inc., to a $25.6
million profit, the company reported Thursday.

Delta Air Lines also reported a gain of $52.8 mil-
lion, compared with a $39.5 million loss a year ago.
Most of the gain was on the proceeds of a $37.6 mil-
lion sale of used airplanes.

But Frontier Holdings reported a net loss of
$10.9 million during the first quarter of this year,
a time marked by fare discounts for its competi-
tion-conscious Frontier Airlines.

In Chicago, UAL said its latest profit amounted
to 56 cents a share on sales of $1.6 billion. A yelr
earlier, it lost $93 million on sales of $1.2 billio

The airline contributed $23.2 million to me re-
sults. A year earlier the airline lost $84.6 million.

Richard J. Ferris, chairman, president, and
chief executive officer, said, “Unlike a year ago,
when $39 fares brought on a traffic boom and a
financial bust, both traffic and United's average
revenue yield per passenger mile increased.”

He um revenue passenger miles increased 5.9
percent.

UAL's Westin Hotels added $1 million to the
corporation’s operating profit, down from $3.1 mil-
lion a year earlier.

The company said the decline in hotel results
was because of to project costs and
higher operating costs associated with newly
opened hotels.

In Atlanta, Delta, whose per-share earnings in
the latest quarter were $1.33, said revenue rose 19
percent to $1. nn mmm Expenses were $1.05 bil-
lion, up 6 perc

Delta is the unly airline that is on a July to June
fiscal year, so the latest quarter was its third fiscal
quarter.

For the nine months ended March 31, its profit
‘was $103.9 million, or $2.61 per share, compared to
a net loss of $61.2 million for the same period &
year earlier.

Revenue grew 16 percent to $3.12 billion and ex-
penses rose § percent to $3.01 billion.
